House to mark up FY 2008 Transportation Appropriations Bill this Week
The House Appropriations Committee has tentatively announced the schedule for consideration of all FY 2008 Appropriations Bills.  Appropriations Chairman David Obey (D-WI) has put forth an aggressive schedule, with the goal of securing House passage of all 12 Appropriations Bills prior to the July 4th recess.

The Transportation and HUD appropriations bill is scheduled for House subcommittee mark-up on June 8th, with full committee mark-up on June 18th and a full House vote on June 25th.

Although Congress has attempted to implement a more transparent appropriations process, do not expect a list of earmarked projects to be released during the subcommittee and full committee mark-up stages of the process.  Rather, it is very likely that the list of earmarks will not be released until members of the House and Senate meet to conference the bill in September.

The Senate has yet to announce a formal appropriations schedule, however it is likely that the Senate process will begin in July, with Senate approval of all appropriations bills prior to the August recess.
