Senate Passes Energy Legislation
Last night, the Senate passed its version of the Clean Energy Act of 2007 (H.R. 6) by a vote of 65 to 27.  The bill is designed to reduce dependency on foreign oil and encourage investment in clean, renewable alternative energy sources.

The bill includes an amendment put forth by Senator Ted Stevens (R-AK) that would increase Corporate Average Fuel Economy (CAFÉ) standards for all passenger trucks and cars to a fleet wide average of 35 miles per gallon, or an increase of approximately 40 percent, by the year 2020.  

Additionally, the bill would mandate the use of 36 billion gallons of ethanol by 2022 and would create new energy efficiency standards for appliances and federal buildings.

The House passed its version of this legislation earlier this year.     

As we are currently reviewing the bill, watch for more information early next week.
