Senate Transportation-HUD Appropriations Subcommittee Clears Fiscal 2008 Appropriations Package
Yesterday, the Senate Appropriations Subcommittee on Transportation, HUD, and Related Agencies approved an FY 2008 appropriations package that allocates $65.7 billion to the Department of Transportation, $2.57 billion more than FY 2007 and $1.24 billion more than the President’s budget request.  This includes $40.2 billion for highways and $9.7 billion for transit, similar to the House Bill.

Full Senate Appropriations Committee action on this bill is scheduled for Thursday, July 12th.  The full House Appropriations Committee is scheduled to consider its version of the bill today.  House leadership had hoped to begin full House debate on this bill in early June, but that date has slipped because of controversies surrounding the appropriations process.  The Administration has already threatened to veto several appropriations bills because of differing opinions on spending priorities.
