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The Department of Transportation has issued a notice of proposed rulemaking (NPRM) for changes to joint FTA/FHWA procedures that implement the National Environmental Policy Act (NEPA).  Such changes are being proposed based on SAFETEA-LU prescriptions for additional requirements concerning environmental review and project decision-making not “appropriately” reflected in existing joint NEPA procedures.  This NPRM proposes new categorical exclusions from the NEPA process and seeks to provide clarification on certain provisions.
