Dear Chairman Camp,

The Association of Metropolitan Planning Organizations (AMPO) is a nonprofit, membership organization established in 1994 to serve the needs and interests of metropolitan planning organizations (MPOs) nationwide.  In total, 384 MPOs represent metropolitan populations ranging from 50,000 to 19 million.  As the House Committee on Ways and Means considers provisions of H.R. 3864, the American Energy and Infrastructure Jobs Financing Act of 2012, AMPO wishes to express our strong opposition to the elimination of the 2.8 cent transfer of gas tax revenues to mass transit.  

AMPO believes that the Mass Transit Account represents a long-standing and critical component of the Highway Trust Fund, having served the nation’s transportation network well for almost 30 years. Dedicated funds for both highway and transit programs are critical to the long-term success of our surface transportation system.  

We respectfully request that the Committee maintain the current Highway Trust Fund structure, with dedicated funding for both highway and transit spending.
