Congress Passes Continuing Resolution

On the last day of the Congressional session, the Senate passed a Continuing Resolution designed to keep the government funded through February 15th, 2007.  The House passed a similar Continuing Resolution earlier in the week.  Government programs will be funded at either the lowest House-passed, Senate-passed, or previous year levels as we anxiously await Congress to finish the FY 2007 Appropriations process.  While the House of Representatives was able to complete all of its FY 2007 Appropriations bills, the Senate only managed to pass two of them.  FY 2007 appropriations will now be left to the new Congress when it reconvenes on January 4th.

One of the key committees that we will be watching during the next Congress is the House Transportation & Infrastructure Committee.  Congressman John Mica (R-FL) has been named Ranking Member of that Committee, joining Committee Chairman James Oberstar (D-MN).  His colleagues chose Congressman Mica over Congressman Tom Petri (R-WI) who had been the Chairman of the Highways, Transit & Pipelines Subcommittee.
