FHWA Requests Comments on HPMS; FTA Issues Notice on Negotiated Rulemaking on Charter Bus Service
FHWA has issued a request for comments on a reassessment of the Highway Performance Monitoring System (HPMS), the national highway transportation system database.  FHWA is requesting public comment on issues to be reviewed as part of the reassessment.  Not only does the HPMS act as the national highway transportation system database, but data gathered is also used for apportionment of Federal-aid Highway Funds to individual states and for assessments of changes in highway system performance.  Over its 30-year history, the HPMS has evolved in order to recognize the changing needs for accurate and timely data.

FTA is also requesting comments on the establishment of a committee to develop, through negotiated rulemaking, recommendations for improving the Condition on Charter Bus Transportation Service that prohibits FTA grant recipients from providing charter bus service.  The federal register document provides an explanation of negotiated rulemaking generally, lists the committee members, issues to be addressed by the committee, and proposed meeting dates, time and locations.
