NOTICE OF ESTABLISHMENT OF ITS PROGRAM ADVISORY COMMITTEE
FHWA has issued a notice regarding the establishment of an ITS program advisory committee that will advise the Secretary on carrying out the Department of Transportation’s ITS program.  The Advisory Committee will be tasked with:

1) Advising the Secretary by providing input into the development of the ITS strategic plan;

2) Reviewing areas of ITS research being considered for DOT funding to determine whether these activities are likely to advance the state-of-the-practice , whether these technologies are likely to be deployed by users, and the appropriate roles for government and private sector in ITS investment.

The Advisory Committee must include, among others, at least one representative from a Metropolitan Planning Organization and at least one member with expertise in planning and operations.

Interested parties may submit comments to the docket on issues to be discussed.  You may also submit recommended participants to the panel.
