Senate to Receive Peters Nomination Soon


After a successful hearing before the Senate Commerce, Science, and Transportation Committee yesterday, former FHWA Administrator Mary Peters appears to be well on her way to becoming the next Secretary of Transportation.  Ms. Peters appeared before the Committee yesterday and a Committee staff member said that the nomination could be sent to the full Senate by the end of the week.

Ms. Peters fielded questions about Amtrak, the Essential Air Services Program, expanded freight rail capacity, highway funding, and congestion issues.  Committee members also praised Ms. Peters for her extensive transportation background and knowledge.

During her tenure as FHWA Administrator, Ms. Peters was an outspoken proponent of innovative finance and public-private partnerships for transportation and she reiterated those sentiments during yesterday’s hearing.

Committee members hope that the full Senate will vote on the nomination of Ms. Peters prior to the upcoming pre-election recess, which begins September 29th.
