NOTICE OF PROPOSED RULEMAKING ON SURFACE TRANSPORTATION PROJECT DELIVERY PILOT PROGRAM
The Federal Highway Administration has issued a Notice of Proposed Rulemaking (NPRM) on the Surface Transportation Project Delivery Pilot Program.  This proposed rule relates to Section 6005 of SAFETEA-LU, whereby the Secretary may assign NEPA responsibilities to certain states for one or more pilot projects.  By assigning NEPA responsibilities to the States, the Secretary may assign any or all of the Federal environmental review responsibilities, consultation responsibilities, and other responsibilities under federal law to the States.  Up to five States may participate in this pilot program and States must apply to participate.  The current NPRM focuses on the criteria that States should include in their applications to participate in this pilot program.
