House and Senate Appropriators agree to Highway Funding Level


Last night, House and Senate appropriators agreed to fund new highway obligations for FY 2007 at $39.1 billion, the amount guaranteed in SAFETEA-LU.  This is a major victory for transportation.  While Congress still must pass a FY 2007 funding package, it appears that transportation will be one of only a few programs funded at a higher level this year than last year.  Most domestic programs will likely be funded at FY 2006 levels for the remainder of FY 2007.
The House is expected to take up the FY 2007 Appropriations package tomorrow with the Senate to consider it next week.  The current Continuing Resolution is set to expire on February 15th, which means that Congress only has a few weeks left to pass appropriations legislation for FY 2007.
